If not enough funding from
club and seed money, LMCAS could potentially cover
the difference. Some clubs are bypassing ICC as the
first step. LMCAS is the last resort. ICC meets bi-
weekly. The funding request goes to Lindsay and she
would put a vote for the club’s request on the agenda.

Ryan, Senior Dean of Strategic Planning and
Effectiveness, is going to talk about what accreditation
is and where we are in the process.

The
Accreditation Committee of Junior Colleges writes
reports every eight years. The last accreditation of Los
Medanos was in 2020, which proved we were in great
shape.

scholarships at DVC and CCC at STACK. She also
said it would be good to review scholarships and
investigate the 2023 Donor Letter of Intent. There are
ten awards. LMCAS put $10,000 aside for
scholarships. Students need to be currently enrolled,
California residents, have a 2.0 GPA, and they need to
write a 500-word essay.

LMCAS Cancer Awareness

Three awards with a total of $15,000 for LMCAS
members.

When asked about if any changes could be made to the
scholarships, Abigail said there is no essay requirement
for the LMCAS scholarship. Armon said it is not a bad
idea to write an essay, but it is unnecessary because
people put in their time at LMCAS. Jacob replied that
if one had the experience and put in the time at
LMCAS, it would not be hard to write about. Honey
said that one needs to include how LMCAS impacted a
person in their life.

Abigail proposed that we could change the LMCAS
Cancer Awareness scholarship to mental health
awareness, but Jacob replied that it may be too broad.
