4. Basic Skills Initiative Update:  Rosa Armendariz
· Rosa Armendariz stated The Basic Skills Initiative: Foundation for Student Success is funded by a grant from the Chancellor's Office. The Basic Skills Professional Development Initiative—Academic Fundamentals is being proposed out of the need to provide basic skills, and by extension English as a Second Language (ESL), education to students underprepared for college-level work, including those unable to pass the California High School Exit Exam. 

· A Literature Review has been commissioned to look into Best Practices.

· There was a workshop that included a college wide forum.

· By May 1st there will be an action plan generated.

· The state will gave a substantial amount (315K) for years 2005 - 2006 and (350K) for 2006 - 2007.
