President: Jason McKenzie

6. Cafeteria Boycott Discussion:  LMCAS

· Jason asked what the board wanted to get out of this.
· Christina Cannon pasted out handouts to the board members.
· Christina said that she has spoke with multiple teachers.

· She has spoken to Bruce; who supplied her with the Fresh and Natural contract.

· She in support of the boycott has done the following:
· Provided free food for students.

· Asked for donations.

· Received signatures supporting boycott.

· Christina said that she needs help.

· She is requesting board participation.

· She is trying to accomplish two things.

· Give the students incentive to boycott for change.

· Garner concern and ultimate care about the student’s needs from the cafeteria.

· She spoke to the cafeteria’s management who were disinterested in the student’s opinion.

· The event has been in the paper.

· Christina would like to get a rally together by April 30th.

· She requested that the board hold off on their forum.

· Christina said that this is a good opportunity for the board to increase in numbers.

· Bruce Cutler suggested flyer/notification placement.

· He otherwise responded well to the information provided to him about the boycott.

· Christina will give him a packet Tuesday.

· Christina let the board know that ICC is supporting her cause/efforts.

· Jason stated that one of the board’s original initiatives was to provide a way for the students to utilize a credit/debit card when paying for their purchases.

· A survey was started in the fall of 2006 (issues were primarily the same) and has been recently implemented this semester.

· He said the board generated a list for Bruce as well and the Green team.

· Jason expressed a concern regarding how the boycott was being approach and it not being the process that the board would have necessarily taken.

· He stated the boycott was radical.

· Dave interjected and cautioned Jason to speak for himself vs. the board.

· Omar stated that there were steps the students could take to fuel what they wanted to do.

· Tai said she supports students protesting anything but as a student not as a board member.  
· Mercedes stated she didn’t know why the Student Government wouldn’t support the boycott.

· Jennifer said that she could see the purpose.

· Omar said that he can support it.

· Tai there should be a statement from LMCAS stating the support it.
