6. Leadership Awards: Dave Belman

8. BSU Event/Funding Proposal: Tamikko Bennett
· Tamikko passed out the BSU proposals.

· Tamikko said there will be advertisement in the Delta News (Antioch) as well as currently being covered in the LMC Experiment, the school Marquee, flyers and banners.

· Tamikko said Demetria sent an email to the campus.

· When asked what BSU is about she said they focus on African American information not necessarily focused on in a classroom setting.
· Angela questioned the purpose of the event.  Tamikko said the info was in the packet she passed out earlier. 

· Dave questioned what the money would be going towards.

· Tamikko said the ICC approved $150.00 –$551.18 is what she is requesting from LMCAS and it will cover:

· Refreshments.

· Decorations.

· Publicity.

· Tamikko was asked what the room capacity was.  She said she believed it to be either 100 or 150.

· She said the whole student body is invited when asked was this event for African Americans only.

· Several board members expressed their concerns about funding a BSU event.

· Tamikko said she understood their concern based on their past experiences with the various presidents of BSU.  She explained how she is looking forward to changing the perception of BSU and she has started by personally rebuilding the way business is conducted.  She said the treasurer of BSU now knows her job and is performing it effectively.

· Tai asked where they hoping to recruit.  Tamikko said yes.

· When asked about whether the event was catered, Tamikko said yes by back 40 Texas BBQ.  The quantity ordered was for 50 – 100 people.  The refreshments were for those who wouldn’t get a plate.  There would be plates reserved for BSU, LMCAS, ICC members and ticket holders.
· Tai asked about the publicity, clarifying the event was next week.
· Tamikko said the newspaper advertisement should start on 4/19 or 4/20.

· Dave said every year LMCAS gives money to ICC.

·  If a club can’t get the necessary funding from LMCAS they have a 2nd opportunity with ICC.

· Tamikko said she was told to come to LMCAS and has been working with Demetria to ensure her paperwork was correct.

· Enock Teefe confirmed that the rest of Tamikko’s proposal wasn’t fundable – that’s why she came to the board.

· Dave said he wanted to back Tamikko in the sense that BSU has had some challenges with leadership and handling of funds.
· Dave said she has worked with the SLO to lead successfully.

· Tai is addressed her concerns about being responsible for publicity.

· Tamikko said she was fine with the line items on the proposal changing to show BSU will cover the publicity piece.
