6.   Green Team Proposal

7. Cafeteria Boycott Resolution

Christina: What did the previous decision to support the boycott really mean?

Tai: In SGC Angela and I learned that we were liable for slander and boycott decisions. Also we learned that Pete Garcia was denied service without real explanation. 

Christina: Explains that this was her first time doing a boycott, and that she asked others to help her with it because of that. She also apologized.

Christina: Explains that she does not have control over BSU, only people working at her table are part of the boycott. 

Demetria: What support was Christina asking ICC for because ICC is unclear about it. Is it participation in the rally? Helping at the table? Handing out flyers? Christina needs to be specific because there are many consistencies.  
Christina: The boycott was supposed to be one month and the clubs were supposed to sell food for one week.

Demetria: You said you would not give away food while clubs sold food. But you do.

Christina: BSU table and boycott table were joined.
