10. New Bus Pass Direction/Update: Heidi Meldrum
· Heidi said that the total response gotten back was 1482 of which only the completed 1239 can be used. She said the survey was not worded well enough to rule out the Tridelta contract.
· Omar, De’shawn, and Elaine volunteered to work with Mike on the contract.

· Heidi suggested that when petitioning, the board should do both for the Tridelta contract and for the $5 transportation fee. The $5 transportation fee is used to stimulate the parking pass, unlimited bus pass, etc.
