10. Bus Pass Discussion/ Strategies:
· Figure out to make a campaign to let students know what is going on, and get them aware of what is happening on campus
· 5-10 years ago there was a discount to LMC students for riding Tri-Delta buses
· Tri-Delta board created a discount program, if LMC students were enrolled in 6 or more units you were eligible to receive an unlimited monthly ride bus pass for $15 that was really $40 for non-eligible students and others
· Tri-Delta approached LMC wanting to setup program where LMC students could ride the bus all semester long
· Tri-Delta setup meeting with LMC student government (LMCAS) to come up with a fee to help with student bus passes
· Tri-Delta wanted all LMC students to be charged a fee for a new bus pass program, LMCAS did not want LMC students to be charged with more fees
· Tri-Delta approached LMC and said prices would have to be raised from$3 per student to $5 per student because they have been cutting service and raising rates because of the state budget cuts
· 511 Contra Costa was willing to provide the funds for LMC bus passes for the entire school year
· Last year in order to provide bus passes for the entire year it cost $120K - $130K 511 Contra Costa paid for everything
· This school year Tri-Delta were not able to provide the program because 511 Contra Costa was not willing to pay for it
· LMCAS has nowhere near $30K in their budget to help pay for bus passes for LMC students
· 15% - 20% of students picked up free bus passes
· Sent around petition for bus passes 500 students signed petition
· Some students dropped their classes completely because they could not get to class
· It cost $250 each semester for one student bus pass
· Some students stay too far away from campus so having a bus pass is a necessity
· A large number of students are suffering from not having a bus pass
· Need 51% of students on campus to vote for student fees to apply to bus passes
· Everyone is not concerned about bus passes, out of 14,000 students, only 200 students voted
