3. Public Comment:  All

· Tai introduced the guest from Mr. Clarke Political Science Class, Bader Aljishi, who was sitting in on the meeting for his field report. 
4. Presidential Report: Tai Colbert
· Within her presidential report, Tai addressed the negative feedback that was given towards the September 19th meeting.  Her address to the senators went to how surprisingly people behaved.  Within this part of the report was volunteers to write a letter of apology for the Music Department. De’shawn volunteered to write the letter of apology.
