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STUDENT REPRESENTATIVE VOLUNTEER (Non-Senator/Appointed)
Description of Position:

This position is a volunteer position.    This position can provide many hours of volunteerism or just a few.   It is the first tier of formal involvement with the Associated Students.    This position may be self-referred or referred by faculty or staff or another student.     The LMCAS Senate President will schedule an interview with the Student Representative Applicant and the LMCAS Board.  The Board will appoint students meeting the requirements of a Student Representative to this position with  a 2/3 majority of the Senate Board at their next regular weekly meeting following the candidate’s interview.
Requirements

Student Representatives must be a current LMC Student with a current enrollment of 5 units and a 2.0 cumulative GPA.  The interview process and final selection will be based on a series of questions that will best match the applicant and their skills to the current volunteer needs of the LMCAS Board. 
Duties/Responsibilities:

There are a variety of opportunities available.     LMCAS Senate Ad-hoc committees and task forces (would not include mandatory Senate committees but attendance would be voluntary, welcomed, optional and non-voting), LMC Shared Governance committees, other Campus-wide Committees, and District Office Committees requesting student representatives.   Mileage will be reimbursed for all meetings off-campus.   You will act as a liaison of the LMCAS and will be required to represent the student voice and to report back to the LMCAS either in person or by written report as requested for any meetings attended.   Volunteerism could include optional clerical support, telephone calls, manning of tables in the Quad, and help with LMCAS events as needed and assigned.  
Benefits of Becoming an LMCAS Student Representative – You may become involved in the activities, government, and leadership of the students of Los Medanos College without meeting the full spectrum of mandatory requirements and responsibilities of an LMCAS Senator.   You may have input in a variety of decision-making processes affecting your experience here at LMC.  You may include this relationship on your future resumes and may request letters of recommendation based on your participation.   You may learn about event-planning, public meetings and the Brown Act requirements of spending public funds.   You may learn about Parliamentary procedures (the rules of Chairing and/or participating in meetings).  You may meet new friends including other students, staff, faculty, and managers.  You may experience personal growth and new experiences.   You may have an opportunity to apply to be an LMCAS Senator when you are ready.
Related Class-enrolled Volunteers – There may be specific reporting or assignments connected to your volunteerism with the Senate by your Instructor.    The LMCAS Senate President or Advisor should be notified if you are no longer enrolled in the class(es) requiring your volunteer hours.   You will be required to log-in any hours spent doing volunteer work either in the LMCAS Office or on behalf of the LMCAS.
You must re-enroll each semester to continue this relationship with LMCAS>
