· The Elementary Algebra assessment of a random sample of student work on final exams showed significant improvements in problem-solving, communication, and use of multiple representations for sections that used the new activities packet. The specific data was not presented at the meeting, but here it is for those who are interested. All but one instructor submitted student work. New curriculum written by the Teaching Community (TC) was introduced in FA 07 with weekly faculty meetings focused on interactive pedagogy to promote higher-level problem-solving skills.

HSI Draft Proposal for Restructuring Tutoring/ Academic Support

The majority of the meeting was focused on discussion of the HIS draft proposal for restructuring tutoring and academic support. 
Background: This proposal is based on the information gathered from the following sources:
· Karen Nakaji’s 06-07 interviews with departments currently using tutoring

· Developmental Education Committee minutes from SP 07

· Catherine Cook’s research into effective practices in tutoring for diverse student populations

· Library and Learning Support Services SLOs

The proposal was endorsed by the DEC with the following suggestions:
(1) Under Proposed Tutoring Goals and Objectives, add the goal “to improve student learning and achievement.”
(2) Under Proposed Assessment of Goals and Objectives add goals that address the following questions:

· “Is tutoring improving learning?” (Include direct assessment of student learning) 

· “Are services being accessed by those who need it most?” (include measures such as usage by ethnicity and the % of students utilizing tutoring within a specified GPA range)
(3) Under Tutoring/Academic Support Services Staffing: Add to the responsibilities for the Tutor Faculty Lead: “coordinate assessment of student learning outcomes and other research on tutoring effectiveness, report results, and facilitate the development of action plans that respond to assessment results and research findings”
Draft Template for Report on DE In-class Tutoring
At our last meeting we decided that tutoring evaluations need to gather and summarize data that will help us reflect more meaningfully on whether the tutoring program is meeting its goals and SLOs. This template report is designed to foster this type of analysis. In addition, the report will require the systematic collection of tutor usage data.  The DEC supported use of this report without setting a start date.
Math and English representatives will work together to define the goals and SLOs for tutoring by building on the work of the Tutoring Committee and report on their progress at the next DEC meeting.
