Assessing Tutoring in DE Courses: Goals and SLOs
Various groups have been working on attempting to write tutoring goals and student learning outcomes for tutoring since our last DE meeting. Some questions that have surfaced include:
· Are we writing SLOs for both the students receiving tutoring and the tutors receiving training?

· Do SLOs for students receiving tutoring align with the DE ISLOs? The math/English PSLOs? CSLOs?

· Do in-class DE tutoring program goals align with the new proposed goals developed by the HSI tutoring leadership? Library and learning support?

· Do the current evaluation surveys provide us information that we can use about whether or not we are achieving program goals or is students and/or tutors are achieving tutoring SLOs?
· Can we use the CRLA guidelines or the NADE guidelines to help us sort all of this out?
The one thing we can all agree on is that evaluating tutoring is a complex and time consuming process, and we should be using the evaluation information we do collect to improve tutoring and learning for our students and our peer tutors.
So, in an effort to keep moving toward that goal, both math and English (read Michael Y. and Michael N.) will attempt to fill out the draft template report on tutoring which we reviewed again at today’s meeting by the end of the Spring 08 semester. That report will be reviewed by the DE Committee in Fall 2008. 
For question #1   What are the goals for in-class tutoring?  

Here we will attempt to align goals with the HSI proposed program goals and the L& LLS student learning outcomes. 

For question #2   What are the SLOS for in-class tutoring?

Here we will attempt to align in class tutoring SLOs with the DE ISLOs.


For questions #3 and #4: What do the evaluation surveys say about how well we are achieving our program goals and how well students and tutors are achieving SLOs?

Here we will give the surveys as currently designed, but simply comment and document our observations about ways in which the surveys might need to be modified or supplemented to answer the question.

We should be able to provide the data asked for in question #6 and make recommendations as asked for in question #7.
Evaluating the Counseling Partnership in English 70 and Math 12

Nancy distributed a grid we updated in Dec.2007 to summarize our plan for assessing the goals of the counseling partnership. She also distributed data that showed the distribution by section number of how many students enrolled in Math 12 and English 70 actually had an ed plan  in Fall 2006 and Spring 2007. In addition, she distributed a report done by the Office of Institutional Research on success and persistence of students relative to their ed plan status. 

Myra updated the surveys of students and instructors that are supposed to be done at the end of each semester, making them available in a scantron format in order to more easily tabulate results. We have not been giving out these surveys and using information gained to assess how well we are meeting goals, or to uncover information about what is and is not working about the counseling partnership. We will send these surveys out to the committee and we can discuss them at our next meeting, hopefully renewing our commitment to actually giving the surveys and tabulating results at the end of this semester. 
We also said we would look at the instructor responses to the surveys – both those who did and those who did not have counseling presentations in their classes- at our April meeting.
