Announcements

Joellen will be presenting at the Academic Senate Spring Plenary Session to be held in San Francisco on April 18. She will present with a panel of colleges from the Carnegie SPECC grant and the topic will be faculty inquiry, or as we call it, teaching communities.

Counseling Presentation

We reviewed the report from the Office of Institutional Research on the impact of educational planning for successful and unsuccessful completers of English 70 and Math 12. We noted that there was a higher correlation between successful completion of a basic skills course and having an educational plan for math than English. Nancy also noted that since 1999, persistence from English 70 to English 90 has steadily increased for those who successfully complete English 70. Overall, the persistence rate of 70% for successful completers of basic skills courses into the next level in the developmental sequence for both English and math is very encouraging. Perhaps most importantly, the data confirms the importance of successfully completing a basic skills course. Students who did not successfully complete English 70 or Math 12 were far less likely to persist at the college in subsequent semesters.
Next, we reviewed the counseling partnership evaluation surveys for both students and instructors. We made a few modifications which Michael Norris will share with Myra, maker of the pdf files. Joellen will note modifications necessary for English and contact Myra to request assistance with creating an English version of the surveys. Then both Michael Norris and Joellen Hiltbrand will send out evaluation packets to all instructors of  Math 12 and English 70 requesting that the scantron forms be completed by some time in April, allowing them time to tally the scantrons before the April DE meeting. 

This information, along with data available on Cognos and from the counselors, will be used by the DE Leads to complete the newly approved report form for the Counseling Partnership. This report will be filled out each semester by the DE Leads. One piece of data will need to be requested by the Office of Institutional Research, probably a semester later when it becomes available on Datatel – the number of students by section who completed an ed plan within the last year. The counselors will provide the data on which sections of Math 12 and English 70 have had a counseling presentation.
