Minutes of February 28, 2006

Approved minutes of Nov. 29, 2005 and today’s agenda.

Announcements:

1. Funding for year 2 of the Carnegie grant (SPECC) was approved.

2. There will be a site visit from the Carnegie folks on Wednesday, March 29th.  They would like to meet with Jim and Joellen – let’s say from 11:00 – 12:00.

3. Six faculty members will attend the Reading Apprenticeship Workshop in Oakland on April 21: Myra, Jim, Nancy ,Barbara, Joanna, and Tara Harlan-Fontanoza ( part timer in English)

4. Myra and Nancy will attend a residency workshop for the SPECC grant on April 7-9. At this workshop they will learn to construct the websites that faculty will build for our own workshop on the Scholarship of Teaching in Fall 2006.

5. We have confirmed that Randy Bass, consultant with the Carnegie Foundation, will conduct a workshop for our faculty on May 30 and 31. This is the “kick-off” event for the fall seminar. 

6. Erich announced that applications are open for the Teacher of the Year Award through the County Office of Education.

7. Erich suggested that there be some kind of recognition of the DE program on the LMC homepage, possibly a link to more information that would highlight the program.

Counseling Partnership

Phil reported that so far, there have been 6 presentations in English 70, and 2 more are scheduled. In Math 12, there has been 1 presentation, and 1 more scheduled. 

Erich thought it was important to ask faculty who are not participating, why they are not participating.

Erich presented his ideas on the Counseling Partnership Model, including a suggested assessment loop for us to consider implementing. He also proposed expanding the model to include English 90 and Math 25, although Phil was not sure that counseling had the resources to accommodate that expansion. Phil distributed a handout that he is using for the newly revised presentations in a computer classroom. It was noted, however, that not all counselors are following this format. 

After much discussion we agreed on the following:

1. Erich would follow up with Phil on the question of expanding to English 90 and Math 25.

2. Nancy and Myra would follow up on Erich’s suggestions for an assessment loop for the Counseling Partnership and an evaluation instrument for faculty.

TLP Draft of Proposed Charges and Membership of DE Committee

Nancy distributed a draft of a document discussed at the last meeting of the Teaching and Learning Project. She explained that this is the next step toward institutionalizing our assessment program, and the TLP would like feedback from the DE Committee on that portion of the draft. We did not have time to discuss it, so it will be on our next agenda.
