Developmental Education Committee

Minutes of September 27, 2005

Updates and Announcements
1. Phil announced that all but four sections of English 70 had been visited by a counselor per the Counseling Partnership program. In Math 12, five sections had already been visited. 

2. Jim announced that 6 instructors (including 2 facilitators) had met on a Friday evening as a follow up to their presemester Math 25 meeting. This was an attempt to experiment with more flexible teaching community formats. Two more instructors were interested in attending, but were unable to make it that evening. They are also experimenting with alternative modes of participation and engagement, such as doing classroom observations in which they specifically use a protocol that prompts them to look for ways in which teachers are teaching to DE outcomes in math classes. 

3. Nancy and Myra reported that they will be attending a 2 day retreat at the Carnegie Foundation on September 30 and October 1. A’kilah Moore (math) and Josh Johnson (office assistant) will be attending also.

4. Nancy and Myra drafted a letter to high school principals to invite participation in our yet to be born Advisory Committee. Richard will actually send the letters. 

DE Program Assessment
1. We reviewed and edited a draft of Institutional Student Learning Outcomes for DE, including assessment criteria. This revised draft will be sent to Curriculum Committee for inclusion on the new COOR form, and to TLP for their review. 


2. Myra presented a table that would help us 
organize our efforts to assess the DE 
Program as a whole, based on the stated program goals published in the Building 
a Prepared Institution Report of Spring 2005. We talked about ways that program 
assessment differed from the assessments currently being conducted in English 
and math – assessment of students exiting from English 90 and Math 30, and 
assessment efforts that might be tied to the investigations of teaching 
communities. By the time we understood what we were talking about, there 
wasn’t much time remaining to do any in-depth planning for which of those goals 
we should assess next. However, it was agreed that Myra and Nancy should do 
some preliminary planning for our research agenda with the Office of Institutional 
Research.
Request from Humberto

Humberto had asked Myra and Nancy to come up with two questions they would ask students graduating from LMC. Jim proposed basing the questions on our newly minted Institutional SLOs for the DE program. Myra will work on the wording and forward those questions to Humberto.
