1. To demonstrate the behaviors of being engaged and organized, students will assess their need/desire to access college resources (e.g. counseling, financial aid, child care, library services, Reading and Writing Center, student life organizations) and participate in standard classroom activities such as small group discussions and note taking. Their work will be assessed by the following criteria:
· Possession of a comprehensive educational plan developed with a counselor

· A completed plan for use of college resources and participation in activities of their choice
· Relevant and consistent contributions to small group discussions

· Effective use of appropriate notes to complete class assignments and accurately respond to quizzes.
· Minimal missed or late submission of homework and other assignments

· Effective choice of a strategy that works for a particular task
· Effective use of criteria provided, e.g. rubrics, to regulate and monitor own performance
2. To demonstrate the ability to read actively and comprehend assigned readings, students will take notes on, summarize and respond to assigned texts. Their work will be assessed by the following criteria:

· Notes in response to readings identify main points and  pose insightful questions
· Summaries clearly state the author’s thesis and main points

· Writings in response to reading show the ability to evaluate information and see multiple view points

3.   To demonstrate the ability to make connections to and among texts, students will write academic paragraphs and essays that require them to consider personal, cultural and social aspects of what they have read. Their work will be assessed by the following criteria:

· Relevant connections to self,  background knowledge, and/or other texts
· Synthesis between two texts accurately identifies similarities and differences

· Analysis is supported by the selection of relevant passages from text

4.
To demonstrate the ability to write, revise and edit clearly focused and comprehensible academic paragraphs and essays, students will use the writing process to brainstorm, draft, revise and edit assigned paragraphs and essays. Their work will be assessed by the following criteria:

· thesis statement/ topic sentences are  clear, focused and appropriate to the scope of the essay or paragraph - not too broad or too specific

· main points are accurately summarized and paraphrased, not copied directly from original text

· quotes are relevant, clearly introduced, and accurately analyzed

· paragraphs include sound analyses as well as effective summaries and illustrative examples

· multiple drafts reflect revisions based on feedback

· errors are corrected and the final draft contains few errors that significantly impair meaning

Assessments: What instruments (e.g. tests, papers, projects, assignments etc.) will be used to assess student learning outcomes? 

CSLO #1 Demonstrate the behaviors of an engaged and organized college student.

Assignment: Make and keep an appointment with a counselor to develop an educational plan. (This assignment allows students to demonstrate the ability to follow through on an essential aspect of planning and organization.)
Short Paper (Example): After listening to a counseling presentation to the whole class, students write a short paper that explains which college resources they plan to access and why. (This assignment allows students to demonstrate how and why they will engage essential resources in college.)
Instructor observation and student self- assessment of classroom participation; quizzes based on class notes (This assignment allows students to demonstrate metacognitive abilities- awareness of their own behaviors in the classroom, and how effective and productive those behaviors are.)
CSLO #2 Read actively and demonstrate comprehension of assigned readings through the ability to summarize, question, and respond to text.

Assignments:  One page summaries of at least 5 non-fiction, multicultural short readings. Students take notes on, summarize and respond in ways that demonstrate the ability to question and evaluate different points of view.  
Example: Students read essays by writers who give different perspectives on people’s journeys and frustrations as learners. Students are then asked to write an essay in which they summarize those perspectives, and respond by analyzing how their own experiences with learning compared to the experiences of the authors they have read.
Example: Students read a case study such as “The Athletes’ Club.”  Assuming the role of a member on a high school’s student judicial council, students evaluate a complaint of sexual harassment leveled against several student athletes and recommend a course of action. Students must first read a five-page narrative which details the facts of the case, summarize these facts, evaluate and discuss how serious they think the charges are, explain what they think is a suitable punishment (if any), and argue why they think that punishment is appropriate, based on their analysis of the situation.
CSLO # 3 Make connections to and among texts, considering issues of personal, cultural and societal importance.

Assignments: In addition to at least 5 non-fiction, multicultural short readings, students will be assigned at least one book length work. Reading journals, assigned paragraphs, and ultimately an essay prompt will ask students to consider what they have read from personal, cultural and/or societal perspectives, and require them to make relevant and significant connections to themselves, other texts, and the world. 

While all course sections will include the teaching of one book length work, and at least 5 nonfiction short readings, additional reading and writing assignments will adhere to one of the following options:

Option 1: Two additional book length works, one which will be taught in class, the other which may be read independently by the student.

Option 2: An approved reader (see book list) that ensures adequate opportunity for students to consider issues of personal, cultural and societal importance. 
CSLO #4 Write, revise and edit essays and paragraphs that are clearly focused and comprehensible. 

A minimum of three 500 word essays will be assigned and each will require at least two drafts. Paragraphs or other short writing assignments such as journal entries will be assigned weekly. 

Essays and assigned written paragraphs will provide students with regular practice in engaging in the writing process- brainstorming, writing, revising and editing. 
Method of Evaluation/Grading:  Explain how “the course provides for measurement of student performance in terms of stated course objectives”, Title V.  (LMC calls “objectives”, CSLOs.) CSLO #1  
Demonstrate the behaviors of an engaged and organized college student. (This CSLO and assignments related to it are approximately 20% of the grade in English 70.)

The following describes behaviors that contribute to a grade of A in English 70 relative to CSLO #1: Students meet with a college counselor and develop an educational plan. They complete a thorough and thoughtful self-assessment of their challenges and resources to meet those challenges. In class, they make relevant and consistent contributions to small group and/or whole class discussions. They complete quizzes based on class notes with 90% accuracy. Homework is turned in on time and is characterized by accuracy and completeness.  Instructor observation and self-assessment consistently indicate the ability to sustain concentration and focus on a task and the ability to regulate and monitor their own behavior and work performance given clear criteria to do so. They  demonstrate the ability to choose strategies that work in meeting the demands of different tasks. 
The following describes behaviors that contribute to a grade of C in English 70 relative to CSLO #2: Students meet with a college counselor and develop an educational plan. They complete a self-assessment of their challenges and resources, although the assessment may be incomplete or cursory. Contributions to class discussions are not always significant or relevant, but still an attempt is made to participate during most class sessions. Quizzes based on class notes are completed with 75% accuracy. Homework is mostly turned in on time, but may be inaccurate or incomplete on a fairly consistent basis. Instructor observation and self-assessment indicate that while the student can sustain concentration and focus, and can monitor their own behavior and work performance, such effort is sporadic and inconsistent. The student mostly chooses effective strategies for given tasks, but occasionally proves unable to do so. 
CSLOs #2  #3 and #4  ( These CSLOs reflect the design of an integrated reading and writing curriculum and are equally weighted for a total of 80% of the course grade.
The “A” student will have demonstrated the ability to:
Take notes that accurately identify main points and respond to an author with relevant and insightful questions. Write summaries that have complete opening statements and include most of the author’s main ideas and relevant supporting details. The ideas are well-paraphrased, and/or quotes are correctly incorporated. Summary is clearly organized, free of personal opinions and displays a clear comprehension of main idea. Writings in response to readings demonstrate the ability to evaluate based on textual evidence and analysis takes into account multiple perspectives.  When asked to do a simple synthesis of two texts, similarities and differences are accurately noted. 
Write essays that have a clear, appropriate thesis, a structure and paragraphing that reflects a clear, logical and smooth development of the thesis, clear topic sentences that are relevant to the thesis, paragraphs that contain abundant specific examples, details and illustrations drawn from the readings as well as the student’s experience and show thoughtfulness (e.g. analysis, reflection, explanation, commentary, synthesis), quotes that are used and incorporated correctly, using MLA standards, and conclusions that tie together ideas and provide closure. Essays have a maximum of two errors per page and show evidence of using sentence-combining skills. Essays show evidence that the student has completed and comprehended the readings and understood the writing task and the essays fully respond to the assignment.

The “C” student will have demonstrated the ability to:
Take notes that usually identify main points, but occasionally indicate confusion between main ideas and supporting points.  Questions posed in taking notes may be literal or indicate a lack of comprehension of what the author was saying. 

Write summaries that have complete opening statements and include some of the author’s main ideas and relevant supporting details. The ideas are adequately-paraphrased, and/or an attempt is made to correctly incorporate quotes. Summary is adequately organized, free of personal opinions, and displays a general comprehension of main idea Writings in response to readings demonstrate the ability to use textual evidence, but the evaluation may be superficial. Simple synthesis between two texts demonstrates the ability to notes similarities and differences but selected points of comparison may occasionally be irrelevant or insignificant. 
Write essays that adequately fulfill their purpose, and have some commendable features. Essays have an identifiable thesis, although it may be faulty, and a recognizable organizational structure, although there may be an occasional unclear topic sentence that nevertheless does not significantly interfere with understanding. The essay provides development of its thesis / topic sentences through specific examples, elaboration and analysis, although the support may be minimal, predictable, and/or may reflect a slight lack of reading comprehension. Student attempts to quote source material, but there may be minor problems with format that do not impair meaning. Proofreading errors and awkward sentences may occasionally impede understanding. However, most sentences are sound and generally acceptable. Student attempts to use the sentence-combining skills covered in class, although may not be entirely successful. Essay shows “average” thoughtfulness in meeting the assignment’s minimal requirements.
Course Content: Provide the detailed content of the course. 
In addition to the stated student learning outcomes and assessment criteria, instructors should also consider the English department’s commitment to a theme-based approach to this course. One theme that is highly recommended is that of resilience in the face of adversity, e.g. the hero’s journey. Telling one’s story, reading others’ stories, looking at how people deal with adversity, drawing on internal and external resources, and achieving goals such as writing for college and the “real” world are all relevant ways to frame the course.

It is the intent of the department that English 70 be a course that engages students and speaks to their issues and concerns, while helping them join the academic community. The classroom environment needs to be both supportive and challenging; support services such as counseling and tutoring need to be readily available and easily accessed. From the beginning, students need to receive encouragement and information to persist in the English sequence to whatever course level meets their educational/occupational goal. 
Instructors will closely monitor student success and keep lines of communication open with students, regularly giving oral and written feedback to each student.  This regular feedback should include brief instructor-initiated conferences with each student between the 4th and 8th week of classes. These conferences should preferably be face-to-face meetings; however, the instructor may opt to conduct a conference via an electronic/internet medium should he or she deem it necessary. During conferences instructors should provide grade information to the student along with feedback as to how each student can make adjustments in order to succeed in the course.
It is critical to keep in mind that this is an integrated reading and writing course. Reading should be explicitly taught and regularly assessed through students’ writing in response to readings, e.g. summaries and paragraphs, and through students’ use of effective strategies such as annotating, questioning, reflecting, analyzing, etc. Students should write weekly (this writing may take different forms such as paragraphs, journals, summaries, essays, etc) and receive regular feedback on their writing with the opportunity to revise based on feedback given. Writing assignments may vary, but overall the writing requirement for the class should be substantial (approximately 7,000 – 8,000 words, 4000 of which are final-draft quality, academic writing). 
Instructors will teach the following skills:

· Accessing college support services, e.g. counseling, tutoring, Reading and Writing Center
· Using  instructor office hours/ conferencing with the instructor
· Employing a variety of strategies for active reading:

Previewing

Questioning

Annotating

Reflecting/Responding

· Reading to identify main and supporting ideas. 

· Writing one page summaries of at least 5 short non-fiction multicultural texts. 
· Writing weekly paragraphs or other short writing assignments 
· Writing  a minimum of 3 essays ( with at least 2 drafts)  that explain or support a thesis, are effectively developed with body paragraphs, and have a conclusion
· Instruction in sentence-level and proofreading skills shall include:

Fragments

Run-together/run-on sentences

Subject-verb agreement

Verb tense

Pronoun reference

Homonyms

Coordination

Subordination
