	2. Agenda and Minute approval.

	3. FLEX reflection

	4. LMS Task Force Update

	5. 508 Compliance 
	The outcome of the discussion was:
· The committee will view the LMC website that Eloine has already put into place.   (http://www.losmedanos.edu/marketing/docs/checklist.asp) Together we will come up with a form and process to recommend to the LMC constituencies for 508 compliance policy.
· 508 compliance should be a universal process, not just as it relates to online courses.
· Continue FLEX trainings on 508 compliance.
· 508 is on the agenda for All College Day today.

	6. Online Supplements: 

 
	CHDEV-065 – This did not pass.  A motion was made to make a recommendation that this course (and CHDEV 095) be taught as a hybrid first and then as it evolves move towards fully online.   The motion passed.  Other corrections as follows:

· The CSLO’s need to state “how” the material will be taught in the online classroom.  All of the CSLO’s are taken from the COOR without the online description of “how” this will take place online. 
·  In CSLO #4 the sample attachment and rubric was not attached. 

· In CSLO #5 – how many posts are required?

·  In 3a – need “2 times per week” rather than wording “several times a week”. 
· In 3b – need 2 business days in place of “48 hours”.  

Members of the Distance Education committee will be available to assist with any questions you have on the recommended corrections.  The depth, breath and rigor of the online supplement must be reflected in the descriptors.

CHDEV 095- This did not pass.  The motion made for CHDEV-065 includes this course as well as the same recommended corrections.
