	6. Online Accessibility course
	Debbie reported on her class.  She has a template to plug her course into using her own course activities and accessibility.  They will learn a production plan; how to caption U-tube and how to format documents for accessibility.   
Since we are looking at the 508 compliance form for the online supplements, the template Debbie has may be useful in our processes.  The draft check-off list style form for the curriculum online supplement will be reviewed at our next meeting.

	7. Online Workbook
	Online workbooks in some of the courses here are only good for about 1 year.  These are costly for students.  Laurie is going to ask faculty to bring their mode of delivery examples to the curriculum committee to see when they are other than BlackBoard.  One example is “myengllab”.
