Locating Books in the Library

LMC Online Library Catalog 

To locate books in the LMC Library you need to use the online library catalog, which can be accessed over the Internet. The homepage on most campus computers is the Los Medanos College Web site. Click on LMC Resources at the top right of the screen and then click on the link to the Library.  From off campus you can go directly to the library homepage by entering the following URL in the address bar: http://www.losmedanos.edu/LMC_library. After accessing the LMC Library homepage, click on Library Catalog, one of the menu buttons on the left side of the screen. Then click on the link LOIS – The LMC Library Catalog. You may search for library books in a number of different ways, including keyword, author, title, or subject.

Click on the radio button Keyword, enter the words primate ancestors and hit the Submit button. Write down the author, title, call number and location for the book you find.

How to Find a Book in the Library

Books in the library are sorted by location and call number. The location tells you the general area in the library where you can find a book. The main locations are LMC-Stacks, LMC-Reference, LMC-Media and LMC-Internet. 

The call number tells you where in that location the book is. Most call numbers look like this:

HV 163.2 .W45 2005

Note:  LMC students can borrow circulating books from CCC and DVC through the online catalog.  After retrieving the full record display of a title click on Request/Hold near the top of the screen and supply the required information. If the book requested is on the shelf, the waiting period is generally from three to five days.

LMC Library eBook Collection

       LMC book resources have been expanded to include access to eBooks. eBooks are

electronic versions of printed books. Users can perform full-text searches across hundreds of

books or within a specific book to speed research and reference projects. Added benefits include an embedded dictionary in each book, as well as hyperlinks from both the Table of Contents and Index. eBooks can be accessed on campus and at home over the Internet.

(Note: To use eBooks from off campus you will be asked to enter your last name and 

 7-digit student ID number.  Your student ID number, e.g., 0012345, is included in your

 class schedule or receipt.)

Encyclopedias

Encyclopedias are often a good place to start your research because they provide a broad overview of topics.  Most encyclopedias have comprehensive indexes that can be helpful in locating all the information relevant to your topic contained in the set.

Encyclopedias can be general or specialized.  General encyclopedias, such as The World Book Encyclopedia, The Encyclopaedia Britannica, and The Encyclopedia Americana, cover almost all areas of knowledge.  Specialized encyclopedias, such as The Encyclopedia of Anthropology, concentrate on specific subject areas. To answer questions 5 and 6, go to the library on LRC3 and use encyclopedias (call numbers are included) in the reference collection.

The LMC Library has several online electronic databases in which you can find magazine, journal, and newspaper articles. Go to the LMC Library homepage and click on Electronic Databases.  

Note: Students can access the electronic databases from off campus. Enter your last name and 7-digit student ID number. Your student ID number, e.g., 0012345, is on your class schedule or receipt.
Expanded Academic ASAP
Expanded Academic ASAP (InfoTrac) (1980 – present) provides online access to articles from more than 4,000 scholarly and general-interest publications. Articles are included from academic disciplines such as Astronomy, Religion, History, Psychology, Anthropology, Humanities, Communications, General Sciences, and Current Events.
