Submit an application and sign up for a New Student Workshop, online or in person.

In-person:  Go to the Admissions Office or the Brentwood Center to submit your application.  Sign up for a workshop at that time; or sign up later online, at the Information Desk, or by calling (925) 439-2181, ext. 3422.

Take your English and math assessment tests.  Before you attend your New Student Workshop, go to the Assessment Center, room 524 on level 3, or the Brentwood Center and complete your assessment tests. The drop-in assessment schedule is available online and at the Information Center. 
3.
Attend a New Student Workshop. All students new to college and pursuing an AA/AS degree, a certificate, or transfer, must attend a New Student Workshop. In this workshop, you will:

· Plan your first-semester courses.

· Use your assessment test results for appropriate math and English placement.

· Register for your selected courses.

· Learn what is required to achieve your educational goal.

· Have an opportunity to meet with a counselor.
· Receive a new student handbook & course schedule free.
Note:  You may not need to assess or attend a workshop if:
· You plan to enroll in less than 6 units, and
· You do not plan to transfer or obtain a degree or certificate, and
· You do not plan to take a math / English class; or
· You have attended and assessed at a previous college

To be exempted from assessment and/or the workshop, obtain a Matriculation Exemption Request form from the Admissions Office or the Information Center.
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
