a) Academic Senate President:
· Spring 2020 Planning -  After constituency group consultations along with decisions from Contra Costa Health Department, Shelter in Place order will be extended through May 3rd and State Chancellor’s office giving the option to extend the term until June 30th.  

· Courses with lab completion requirements are very few and will have the option to extend classes until June 30th.   Vast majority of courses will remain online until the end of the semester; finals will be done online.

· Summer will also be completely online.  

· Discussions were around IP option, special circumstances to extend the course beyond June 30th, framing of transitionary checklist, distance education professional development and redesigning the class.

	· Fall 2020 Planning – J. Noel asked all to be prepared for Fall semester; there might be certain restrictions for fall semester and to submit courses earlier than expected for approvals.  Decisions for fall to be fully online will take place tomorrow, 4/7/20.  Blanket addendum was done earlier thus giving us time provided we have to have a plan to get them approved by Curriculum Committee by the end of fall.  
· Discussions were around student access to doing online classes, get both hybrid and online approved, students signing up for online classes when instructors wanting to go back to face-to-face, if faculty feels unsafe coming back during fall if SIP lifted, strategic planning, discussion on adjusting fall schedule for drastic cuts, students access internet using their cell phones are limited on Canvas, Labster access are also limited, physical kits out to students, chrome books for students, pass no pass grading & deadline extended option, laptop check-out period and no automatic process of changing C & D grades into NP.  
· Academic Senate Vice President – ASC V.P. Marie Arcidiacono Kaufman will be going on leave in May 2020; her term ends on Dec 2020.  J. Bearden asked for Senate’s feedback as a whole and suggested for Senate to appoint someone from call out send out by J. Bearden.
