Present:  Convocation of faculty.  At least 51 full-time and part-time faculty were present.

Action Items
1. Amendment to Academic Senate Constitution as follows:
“4.  In addition to sixteen Senators described above, three Senators who are part-time LMC faculty members (one from the vocational deanery, one from the academic deanery, and one from the student services deanery) will be chosen to represent part-time faculty interests.  Two Three additional full-time senators will be chosen "at large".  One of these faculty will represent the vocational deanery, one will represent the Brentwood deanery, and the other third will be chosen from the academic deanery.

5.   Senate votes will normally require the presence of a majority of the Senate membership at the Senate meeting (a quorum of 11 12 out of 21 22 Senators).   The votes of each individual Senator will be recorded and kept in the Senate office.”

Concerns were raised about the need for the amendment as the issue Brentwood representation was recommended by the Academic Senate during the spring 2006 semester.  According to the Senate constitution, a convocation of the whole is required for amendments.  Concerns were also raised about attaining a quorum for each meeting.  There were some meetings during the spring 2006 semester when a quorum was not present.  Concerns were raised about lack of attendance and areas which had no representative assigned.  

2. Correction to Academic Senate Constitution to read “two three part-time representatives.” 

Both Amendments were passed unanimously.
