C. Treasurer’s Report - Andrew provided a report regarding travel/conference reimbursement expenses. The opening budget was

	Presentations:
	A. Classified Nexus Pilot Project presented by Mary Oleson, Eric Sanchez and Courtney Diputado. There are three sessions being proposed. Session 1: Orientation Day for New Classified, Session 2: Leadership which is a district wide session and it is being proposed to fold in with JobLinks and Session 3: “Passport to Understanding – An Opportunity to Develop a Campus-wide Perspective”. For Session 1 the idea is to have a mentor from the new employees department accompany them to orientation. Some topics for the day were suggested: how to get rid of old equipment, how does the LMC Foundation work within your area, how can you apply for an external grant, create a classified professionals portion to the Classified Senates web page, and have a resource handbook/thumb drive. For Session 3 the question was asked do we need a new name. Also the presenters are looking for volunteers to help with scheduling, set up/clean up, food ordering, guidelines, design of the passport and prize suggestions.
B. 4CS – North Retreat presented by Nicole Almassey, Deborah Baskin and Eric Sanchez. Eric reported that some Classified Senates have a Logo and inquired if we would want one for our Senate, the response was yes. Look for more information on this topic at future meetings. Nicole reported that most colleges have a proxy rule, term limits and council structure in their bylaws and the bylaw committee will be looking into adding those items to the bylaw discussion. Nicole asked how we could recognize Classified Professionals with Service Excellence Awards, this item will be coming back for further discussion. Debbie discussed the RED campaign Delta College has to honor its Veterans and suggested we discuss possible programs at LMC, this item will be coming back for further discussion.
