	A. District Reports:  No report.
B. Shared Governance Council: President Kratochvil went over the ACCJC student data report that is due March 31.  There was a large discussion over which number to use (actual, average, median).  We need to report on the following areas:  course completion, retention, transfer, certificates.  J.Breza took the group through a norming session for RAP proposals.  When writing a proposal, be sure to answer all questions.  Students shared pictures from the March on March and they want to install a memorial bench.  The curriculum committee is looking at credit by exam.
C. Enrollment Management:  No Report.  
D. Health and Safety:  Senate discussed the lack of this committee not meeting.  The alarms are of concern, as no one seems to know what to do.  We don’t know if they are “false” or for real.  There needs to be communication via email or voice mail informing the community.  A disaster is waiting to happen.  There was a plan developed but it has not been used.  With the moving of so many departments, the plan probably needs to be updated.  This will be brought to President Kratochvil’s attention.
E. Planning Committee:  The committee is working on the Student Satisfaction Survey and the Staff Satisfaction Survey.
F.  TAG:   D2L won’t be ready until Spring 2014.  Blackboard will be used for Fall 2013.  Sandy Jones will be teaching the faculty D2L. 
G. Distance Ed:  The committee is working to comply with Accreditation.  Substantive change forms have been sent to ACCJC.  There is talk of a lot of regulatory changes and talk of a “State” run virtual campus.
H. IDEA (Institutional Development for Equity & Access):  The committee is working via email on a draft to campus leadership about integrating the ability and desire to use an equity lens into the future dean positions, especially the research & planning dean.  They are scheduled to meet on March 28.
I. Sustainability:  A representative from CalRecycle came out on February 20 to give a presentation about different building and landscaping materials made by recycled tires.  Since this presentation took the entire hour, we met again on March 6.  They discussed ideas for the Earth Day celebration on April 22.  New energy-saving LED lights are being tested in Room L-109.  They are continuing to research the installation of an EV charging station, and are talking with different vendors.
J. Professional Development Advisory Committee:   The committee is looking at combining PDAC and LPG for FLEX options.  The Student Success Task Force recommendation has a professional development piece.  There will be a 5-day mandatory training for all.  The colleges will have to figure out how to handle this.  This will be an opportunity for all to expand.  They are working on FLEX and will host a one-day Cultural Competence & Humility.  There will be some follow-up sessions from the spring FLEX, Looking In, Looking Out.
