	A. District-wide Senators Meeting:  The District-wide meeting was held at CCC on March 30 starting at 11:30 am. Cullar and McLean attended.  The group mostly talked about what was good about participatory governance and shared ideas for improvement.  There was a lot of concern about participation in the Senate.  One idea shared included a written report if unable to attend Senate for reporting.  LMC Senate already utilizes this idea.  Each Senate shared old agendas.  We talk about some of the same issues/concerns as was on the agendas then.  It was also shared that coming to Senate meetings allowed involvement, informed about what was happening, and report outs.
B. Cinco de Mayo:  The Senate agreed to host the annual luncheon on Thursday, May 6.  Cullar shared the New Mecca price for a 2 entrée meal was $9.25 plus tax.  The Senate will continue to charge $13.00 per lunch to cover the costs.  Cullar was asked to check with other caterers to see if we could negotiate a better price.
