	Council Business


	A. Appointment to Committees 09-10:  The Senate reviewed and discussed the shared governance committee memberships.  Many confirmed they would like to stay on the committee.   Diane Ferguson will be replaced by Cynthia Fields on the graduation committee.  Mary Oleson will fill the vacant slot on the District-wide Staff Development Committee.  Kohler will contact those not in attendance to see if they are still interested in serving on the committees appointed to.  All appointments will be made at the next meeting.
B. Opening Day Evaluation:   Classified staff was upset there was no sign-in.  It is not required of Classified as faculty must meet their flex obligation.  Senate will work on providing a sign-in sheet for future opening days. It would also provide a record and a comparison of who attends.  Senate members still felt it was unclear who can go or if you could go.  Senate needs to communicate with President Garcia about reminding managers or orienting them to the common knowledge that Classified Staff are allowed to attend.  Senate felt opening day is a faculty driven day but doesn’t have a clear idea on how to make it more Classified friendly.  Senate would like to see a graceful place in the agenda that Classified could leave the meeting.  An idea could be to dismiss Classified to a separate room to hold a short intro meeting for staff only.
C. Scholarship Fundraisers/Senate Activities:  Last spring Kohler met with the Classified Staff Development Committee.  They requested and the President concurred, it best to dissolve the committee and have the Senate take over their activities since most of the same players are involved in both.  The Senate made a list of activities and discussed if these should be continued.  Now is the time to continue or add or delete some activities.  The list includes: (a)  August Flex Pizza fundraiser, (b) Meet ‘n Greet (activity), (c) Holiday Lunch fundraiser (d) January Flex Pizza fundraiser (e)Chili Cook-off fundraiser (f) Cinco de Mayo lunch fundraiser (g) Appreciation Lunch (activity) and (h) the annual BBQ.  We need a chair for each activity.  Chairs may volunteer by next meeting.  A salsa contest was suggested for another fundraiser.  It was also brainstormed that after the meet ‘n greet, we invite Christina Goff to do a short workshop on ‘How does Classified Staff fit in with/CSLO’s?”  
D. Budget Reductions:  At DGC, it was presented that LMC would need to cut 1.9 m from its budget.  There is a lot of discussion about meeting the deficit created from lack of funding from the State.  This is another awareness that your department may be working on reductions.  There has been no direction for the President at SGC 
E. EEO Plan:  The EEO Plan is going before DGC.  The aim is to have it go to the Governing Board in October.  You can review the plan on the District website.  There were no suggested changes.  Please review before the next meeting.
