	A. Appointment to Committees 09-10:  The Senate briefly reviewed and discussed the shared governance committee memberships.  All members as now constituted were appointed to the standing committees for the fiscal year 2009-2010.  
B. Scholarship Fundraisers/Senate Activities:  There were no volunteers for chairs of the eight (8) sponsored events for the year.  The list includes: (a)  August Flex Pizza fundraiser (COMPLETED), (b) Meet ‘n Greet (activity) (KOHLER), (c) Holiday Lunch fundraiser (d) January Flex Pizza fundraiser (e) Chili Cook-off fundraiser (SYLVIA) (f)  Cinco de Mayo lunch fundraiser, (g) Appreciation Lunch (activity)(TALK TO PRESIDENT GARCIA,) and (h) the annual BBQ.  We need a chair for each activity.  It was agreed to continue with the Meet ‘n Greet.  It will be a potluck of salad, hot dishes and dessert.  Drinks will be provided by the Senate this year.  There will be a costume contest with prizes.  Carol Love will ask Christine Goff if she can do a 30-minute presentation on ‘How do Classified Staff fit in with/CSLO’s?”  Sylvia Benzler agreed to be the chair of the Chili Cook-off.  Other names were suggested.  Kohler will do some follow-through.
C. District-wide Senators Meeting:  CCC Senate’s suggestion of holding the meeting on a Monday was not met with great enthusiasm.  Kohler to suggest a Thursday or set a date in the spring.
D. RAP Process – change proposed:  President Garcia proposed changing the RAP process by coming to SGC with a formulated recommendation list of projects and classified staff allocations agreed upon with the President’s Council.  SGC would still have the opportunity to review all proposals and have input into the process.  A timeline was distributed.  Program Reviews would be due November 20.  All Resource Allocations Process requests would be due around Feb. 8.  Be sure to get involved with your Department in the reviewing and updating of your Program Review.  Classified felt it was worth a try.  The process evolves and improves each year.  There will be further discussion at the next SGC meeting on Sept. 23.
