The Senate felt the number of responses, 41, was excellent.  It was not determined if you could do the survey more than once.  There was a large number who responded they have participated in Senate activities and on shared governance committees.  The Senate is not sure of what the number participating means as it is not clearly defined.  The Senate wants to know “who is afraid and whose manager discourages participation.”  It was decided to keep the survey as a standing item for a few meetings.  The Senate would like to see better orientation for new employees.  New ideas surfaced.  Kohler will talk to Human Resources.  It was also agreed to try a new meeting time of 2:00 – 3:00 for a while to see if more are able to participate.
