It was decided at this time not to offer a CD of the recipes since most would probably enter the same recipe as last year.  Purdy’s mom is making an apron for the drawing.  Donations are being accepted by Maniscalco.  This is a way to clean out any unused items in your household.  The proceeds will go towards the Senate’s student scholarship.  Free water will be provided for those who can show proof of voting.  Deadline for entering is October 30.    Bowl of Soup w/slice of French bread will be $4.00 and soup shots will be $1 each.  
C. Holiday Lunch-Dec. 6:  Mills took advantage of the meeting to organize a group to plan the luncheon.  The group will meet soon.  Villegas will send out letters for donations for the drawing.  
D. Accreditation Reports:  The Steering Committee has not met to know procedures to start the Self Evaluation.  Committees should receive direction from their co-chairs soon. 

	Reports
	A. District Reports:  See DGC October 2 agenda on the District website for details.
B. Shared Governance Council: The SGC received an update on the 2014 Accreditation.  SGC recommended approval of the science degree in physics.  Curriculum committee approved on-line Statistics course.  It was announced that the Director of Business Services hiring was put on hold until after the November election.   SGC is trying to go “green” and to encourage other committees to do the same.  Associated Students reported there was more interest in student government than there were spots available.  
C. Enrollment Management:  No Report.  
D. Health and Safety:  No Report.
E. Planning Committee:  No Report.
F. TAG:   The Mac Usage policy has been posted on In-site.
G. Distance Ed:  The committee is addressing Accreditation concerns including substantive change reporting and 508 compliance.
H. IDEA (Institutional Development for Equity & Access):  The Committee has been discussing the last box of the local AA degree.  The group is also drafting a letter to District in preparation of the November election, urging them to come up with a system to insure LMC is an equitable campus. The group will be asking for data and transparency.  Downsizing impacts both faculty and Classified.  
I. Sustainability:  The committee reports that (1) they are discussing a campus wide recycling program and policy.  Recycling bins placed in hallways have to be ADA compliant.  They are also planning to collaborate with custodial staff so that new recycling practices won’t burden them with extra work; (2) they brainstormed ideas for the Earth Day event on April 22, 2013.  They think it would be beneficial to team up with Student Life for this event; (3) The campus is getting a new energy-efficient pool cover and retractor motor at a deep discount through a program offered by PG&E;  (4) PG&E provided LMC with motion sensor power strips.  They are going to work with Mike Becker to streamline the “sign out” process for these so they can be made available to people on campus who want to use them; (5) proposed ideas for additional things to include on their website and (6) continue to discuss projects they hope to tackle in the future, and what they need to do to prepare to enter a grant process for such projects.
J. Professional Development Advisory Committee:  The committee needs to fill some empty slots due to retirements, etc.  The committee reviewed the proposal process, budget and strategic plan to see that it aligns with the District.  The Health & Wellness subcommittee reviewed the budget, which is the same as last year.  There is some talk of starting a vegetable garden.
K. Matriculation:  No Report.

L. For the Good of the Order:  Discussion from the IDEA report prompted the group to suggest President Kratochvil come to our next meeting to address the following 3 questions:
1.  How are budget decisions being made?

2. Who are we (LMC) serving?  Transfer, DE, etc.
