	English Department (Effective Catalog Year 2006-2007 – Please see attached revision to the LMC ENGLISH/ESL DEPARTMENT COURSE RENUMBERING Chart.  It is identical to the one approved by the Curriculum Committee during the Fall 05 semester, except that  a)  ENG 81’s number remains the same, b) ENG 80 is becoming 82, and c) ENG 13 is becoming 83.  Rationale:  These courses were previously renumbered as 90-level courses, but we’ve changed them to 80-level courses so that students won’t possibly misinterpret these courses as having an ENG 90 pre-requisite.
