Announcements

· MUSIC – Hip Hop and the Music Industry- Approved with specific provisions.  This course must be on correct form including CSLO’s and with improved schedule description.  Check on NDA.  Check on day and time course offered.  Units not correct.  No textbook shown.  Department Chair and new instructor to work on corrections and submit to Dean.  Provision: After reworking this course and making corrections; it  still does not meet committee approval (to be reviewed at the NEXT CC meeting) it will be removed from the schedule.
