Richard Livingston reported that LMC is out of compliance with Title 5 sect. 55063 with regards to the Associate Degree Transfer Path requirements.  The new catalog will reflect changes in the requirements to comply with Title 5, having areas of emphasis.  Currently 3 areas of emphasis are listed in the current catalog.  The transfer path degree requiring IGETC and/or CSU transfer requirements plus governing board requirements (shown in current catalog) can not be issued.
