The online supplement form needs to be revised.  The task force from Curriculum Committee looked at the “Best Practices” and “Policy” documents in 2011 and reported back to Distance Education regarding their recommendations.  Over-time the online supplement has been discussed and updated.   Discussion points were:
· Have any of the recommended changes been made to the Best Practices and Policy documents?

· The supplement form needs to ask specifically how the substantial instructor – student contact is being done and be specific about the technology used.  

· Accreditation will want to see the instructor generated interaction clearly defined otherwise it will consider it to be a correspondence course and there will be no apportionment given for these online sections.

· New technology should be referenced in light of Desire to Learn.  (D2L)
· Revise the online supplement with questions that will demonstrate the teaching going on in the online class, not just the delivery method.

· Accreditation is looking for “substantial instructor-student contact”.
