“Families” of Courses Discussion

Questions regarding a district wide process to develop families was mentioned, specifically that MUSIC courses were used as an example.  If district is doing this across all three campus’ it has not been announced.  The outcome of our LMC Curriculum Committee discussion is for us to “mobilize” so we are in compliance.  The catalog deadline has an impact on finalization of the LMC families.  Course outlines may be affected.  Email has gone out to departments to ask for input.  LMC will go ahead and design our “families” now.  Departments who establish a family of courses submit this to the Curriculum Committee for approval.  The deadline is November 13th.  
Certificate of Achievement Proficiencies
A motion to remove the ENGL; MATH; and Computer Literacy Proficiency requirements for a Certificate of Achievement from the college catalog was approved. This is a compliance issue. Certificate programs who want to incorporate proficiencies into their major course selection should submit a program change for approval. (M/S;Norris.Hailey) Unanimous.   This will be put into an addendum.  
Skills Certificates – Residency Requirements

A motion to require 50 percent of coursework to be completed at LMC for the College Skills Certificates and for there to be no substitution of non-equivalent coursework was approved.  (M/S;Hailey.Nakaji) 8-0-1
GE Box Proposal

Alex Sterling from the GE committee presented the three box options being considered for the last GE box degree requirements.  After discussion a motion was made to recommend Option C.  A vote was taken and the motion passed. (M/S;Norris.Hailey) 5-2-2.  Alex stressed to become informed and give feedback to him before October 11th when the GE Committee recommendations will be made to Academic Senate.  Alex asked for a straw poll in addition to the vote to get a feel of the entire group.  Option A – 0; Option B – 4 and Option C – 5.  Six students were in attendance at this meeting not included in the previous vote. The result of the student straw poll vote:  Option A- 0; Option B-2; Option C – 4.
