HMSRV Courses

Gil provided the committee information on the TOP codes and what they are used for.  Also provided from his research was a list of the TOP CODE 49 series – titled “Interdisciplinary Studies” including a list of specific titles with numbering.  Since we do have some courses misplaced into the HMSRV acronym we can take a look at these courses and make a recommendation to the faculty and programs involved for a better placement.  The TOP codes have been correct for most of our courses.  TOPS codes do not apply to faculty minimum qualifications.  The committee discussed several of the options from the specific title list and came up with Academic Guidance Skills –AGS as a suggested acronym for our courses in ACE, AVID, and Counseling. The suggested name for the leadership courses in HMSRV is Leadership and Community Involvement-LACI.  Janice will contact the faculty from these areas and give them the history and context behind the current placement in HMSRV and the committee suggestions for possibly re-locating the current courses in to a more appropriate category.  One that is more student centered in the catalog.  This is not a mandatory request and could be implemented in the next 2012-2013 catalog.
Program Approval Process – Tabled until updates are ready.
