Programs:  Physics

Programs:  Liberal Arts Emphasis

Richard wanted to inform the committee about the college’s Liberal Arts degrees.  In 2003, the State Chancellor’s office asked the colleges to change the Liberal Arts programs.  LMC’s changed the degrees to have three emphases.  This was approved by the Curriculum Committee in 2003 and is reflected in the 2004-2005 catalog.  However, in checking the Curriculum Inventory, it still lists the Liberal Arts degree that was approved in 1973.  The college may need to resubmit the degrees so that what is stated in our catalog is the same as what is in the Curriculum Inventory. 

Credit by Exam – None on this agenda.

Content Review Team – Laurie, Christina and Janice are currently on the content review team. They meet on the 2nd and  4th Tuesdays from 4:00-5:00 in the conference room in the Office of Instruction.  An additional person is needed to help review outlines.
