· CHDEV 92 – Mentor Teacher Training/Graduation Requirements. · CHDEV 100 – Fall Harvest Conference  Discipline:  Child Development.  Course was considered as presented with zero repeatability.

Existing Course Outlines:

MATH 12 – Prealgebra  Discipline:  Math  Course has been revamped with substantial changes.  There is movement toward an assessment based model.  There is no change in units.  Cover sheet needs to be Credit/Non Degree.  This is a basic skills course.  Six hours per week for 18 weeks for a total of 108 hours.

MATH 25 – Elementary Algebra

Discussed change from 4 units to 5 units.  Department is currently considering how to configure lab hours.  Distributed memo from 3 department members who disagreed with majority department vote on this course outline.  Math department chair clarified department procedures for voting.  Discussed issues raised regarding increasing units and instituting a prerequisite for this course.  (Prerequisite was approved by Curriculum Committee at previous meeting.)  It was pointed out that students who needed to take a math course for the AA Degree only could still take Math 15, a three unit course with no prerequisite.

We agreed that we need to add the subject of how to deal with minority opinions forwarded to the Curriculum Committee along with majority department votes.  This is another item to add to our retreat agenda.
