ACADEMIC SENATE POSITION PAPER AND ITS IMPACT ON THE CURRICULUM COMMITTEE:

There was discussion about the proposed changes to the Academic Senate Position Paper and its effect on the Curriculum Committee.  It was determined that the roles of the Academic Senate and the Curriculum Committee need to be clearly delineated.

UPDATE FROM CHANCELLOR’S OFFICE

District Office received a letter from the State Chancellor’s Office Attorney that LMC may be out of compliance as Title V requires 18 units in a discipline for a major.

The two options for compliance might be:

1. University/transfer major

LMC GE along with IGETC or CSU is acceptable for a lower division major

2. For students who are not transferring – three Associate Degree choices

· Liberal Arts; Social Science; Behavioral Science   (18 units)

· Liberal Arts; Humanities; Creative Arts   (18 units)

· Liberal Arts; Science and Math   (18 units)

Curriculum Committee recommends that this goes to the Academic Senate.  It would be a good topic for the upcoming Senate agenda.
