PSYCH-010 – Passed with corrections.
· Sample essay topics were good just need to clarify rigor and writing. Articulate in the COOR what is happening in the class.
· Need to clarify writing assignment examples.
· Quizzes and Exams – If these include essays it should be clarified. 
· Pg 6 of 10 - #1 under assessments – “objective questions may also include essay questions” – should be “will”.
· Method of Evaluation/Grading – 10 percent of total are written assignments - this is not enough.  

· Not enough critical thinking presented the way it is written now.
· Examples show more multiple choice than writing.

PSYCH-011- Passed with corrections. Same as for PSYCH-010.

· Need to clarify rigor and writing. Articulate in the COOR what is happening in the class.

· Need to clarify writing assignment examples.

· Quizzes and Exams – If these include essays it should be clarified. 

· Pg 6 of 11 - #1 under assessments – “objective questions may also include essay questions” – should be “will”.

· Method of Evaluation/Grading – 10 percent of total are written assignments - this is not enough.  

· Not enough critical thinking presented the way it is written now.

· Examples show more multiple choice than writing.

SOCIO-015-Passed with corrections. Similar to PSYCH COORs. In addition:
· Pg. 5 of 11 – CSLO assessment criteria good but need to clarify how it is happening in the class.  Examples of classroom discussion/textbook reading assignments/exams- does not explain the variety of possibilities.

· Pg. 6 of 11 – Method of Grading and Evaluation – explain the writing assignment.  

· Pg. 8 of 11 – CSLO # 4 – A level work – 90 percent or more accuracy as measured by multiple choice/essay examinations.  Is it one, or both, Separate and explain the essay.

· Clarify the rigor and critical thinking.

SOCIO-016-Passed with corrections.  Same as SOCIO-015.

· Friendly suggestion for the schedule descriptor – first sentence is confusing.

· Pg. 4 of 10 – CSLO Assessment Criteria – Clarify the examples.

· Pg. 5 of 10 – CSLO Assessment Criteria – Explain what is good A level writing for the example of bullet #1 – Readings/classroom discussions/exams and bullet #3 classroom discussion/video presentation/exams.  More detail in CSLO # 2 pg. 7 of 10.
