Note:  Keep the GE criteria in mind but do not be too critical.  Course outlines have been improving and evolving.  Good work is coming through.  Review the GE criteria as a Pass or No Pass process to speed up review of outlines.  

The new process to have committee members review specific content of the GE criteria was received well.  Members liked having assignments and felt it streamlined review of courses.  A more thoughtful review/feedback can be done.
