Review/Approval of Notes
Notes were approved by the Committee, pending the following two changes:

· Add Demetria Lawrence to the Committee

· Tutoring Section change 2nd floor to 3rd floor

The committee participated in an exercise to reflect on the following questions:
· What does it mean to be a Hispanic Serving Institution rather than a Hispanic enrolling institution?

· How will we know that this is a better college as a result of this grant?

· How will we know that the community is improved as a result of this grant?

· What role would you like the HSI Steering Committee have?

Ruth, Laura and Rosa made a report on the recommendations from the Chicano Latino Inter-segmental Convocation (CLIC) in Sacramento in October. Please see attached for a full listing of the recommendations and information made by Committee members who attended the conference. One of the issues discussed during the CLIC Policy Summit is that of undocumented students and the policies that can help them achieve a higher education. The group discussed the need to focus on staff development and outreach on AB540, which allows undocumented students in California who meet certain criteria to attend college as in-state residents. We should also look at financial support and scholarships for these students.
The Dream Act is being reviewed at the federal level the requirements of this legislation are:

· Students who have lived in California for at least 3 years; who attended and graduate from High School; and who is here to stay

· If a student meets all the requirements above, he/she is eligible to attend college, be it a Community College, UC, CSU, etc. and register and pay resident fees.

· Limited Financial aid is available

· Amnesty tied in to continuing school.

· Possible residency at the end of the program.

Ruth and Barbara discussed the draft thoughts for the Title V Cooperative Grant. The grant will be written in collaboration with CSU East Bay. They would like the Steering Committee to provide feedback as they develop the proposal.
The goals of the grant would be to:

· Meet the needs of the changing demographics in Contra Costa 

· Increase the percentage of students persisting and transferring
· Prepare students for college level courses
· Student engagement and leadership
· Transform the college to be more culturally responsive
