Directions: Read the following questions which are drawn from the Foundation for Critical Thinking. Then read the excerpt from the Art History text and choose at least 2 questions which you think are relevant to the reading. Write brief responses to the questions you select. 
1. What is the author’s point of view?

2. What is the author’s purpose?

3. What is the basic question at issue?

4. What are the implications or consequences of what the author is saying?

5. What assumptions is the author making?

6. What concepts, theories, laws or principles are at play here?

7. What inferences, interpretations, or conclusions can you make based on this reading?

8. What information, facts, or data is presented?

Preparation for Seminar 2 on Monday, October 6  ( same time, same place)
Bring a 1-2 page excerpt of reading assigned in your general education course,  and choose two of the critical thinking questions based on the elements of thinking presented by the Foundation for Critical Thinking. Please be sure to choose a reading that you will actually assign your students between October 6 and November 21. 

In Seminar 2, you will partner with three faculty members outside of your discipline. They will read your excerpt and write brief responses to the two questions you have selected. They will also share with you how they approached your assignment as an experienced reader. 

( Between seminar 2 and 3, you are asked to give this reading to your students and have them write written responses to the same 2 questions.)
