Announcements and Updates

Student Services: The Student Services Advisory Committee requests the following changes to the TLP draft for their committee: add to the membership: DSPS counselors, Counseling Department Chair, representative from the Office of Institutional Research, student representatives from student service programs, adhoc members based on specific assessment projects.

The Student Services Advisory Committee has reached consensus on the second SLO for Student Services: Students will demonstrate proficiency in self-advocacy.

Another Student Services retreat is planned for September 2006. The goal of this retreat is to help Student Service Units devise SLOs connected to the Institutional-level SLOs as part of their program review. The retreat will also provide a forum for units to think about how to assess their unit-level SLOs.

Program-level SLOs and program review

Who is responsible for reviewing (approving???) SLOs, assessment plans, and action plans at the program-level?
We had a rambling brainstorming session with President Pete Garcia about who on campus should be responsible for providing feedback to departments on the SLO/assessment portion of program review.

· Comments/questions discussed included:

· What does a dean’s signature on program review mean? Approval? Acknowledgment of reception of the document?

· Should committees review parts of program review that pertain to their charges? For example, Curriculum committee would review the curriculum portions; TLP the SLO/assessment portions, etc.

· If committees review parts of program review, what is the purpose? Review? Approval? Ascertaining campus-wide needs?

We seem clear that we plan to provide support for departments as they develop PSLOs and assessment plans. There did not seem to be support amongst TLP members for putting TLP in the role of “approving” PSLOs or assessment plans.
