Assist students in familiarizing themselves with course texts, syllabi, and assignments.

Ask questions by employing the Socratic Method 

Explain concepts using a variety of models.

Encourage students to complete homework assignments, but refuse to complete homework for students.

Attend all scheduled tutoring sessions on-time.

Maintain contact with MESA director and inform them of issues, difficulties and concerns.

Exhibit respect and a helpful attitude toward all.  Must be patient with students and never say things such as “you should already know this”.
