other than dishonorable.  Active service includes full-time duty in the National Guard

Current spouse or widow/er of a veteran.

Have met the prerequisites and admission criteria for the Vocational Nursing Program as 

outlined in the Nursing Application Handbook.

Application Handbook ) between August 2 – Oct 1, 2010 to the Admissions and Records Office 
no later than  3 pm Oct 1, 2010.

Include with the application a copy of the DD214 form and for spouses include the DD214 and  

marriage certificate.

In the event that more than 10 veterans and/or eligible spouses apply for the Spring 2011 

           admission, selection for the WIA-funded slots will be made by random selection from the 

         
qualified eligible applicants meeting the eligibility criteria.
