BIOSC-007  The Department is changing the title to Ecology and the Environment.  Gil will confirm with the Department on the LR grading.  Outline approved (M/S; VonBergen/Nakaji)  Unanimous.
MUSIC-089   The Curriculum Committee tabled the COOR (M/S Nakaji/Zimny) Unanimous. The COOR does not appear to have a lab component. The Lab activities described in the COOR are either homework or in-class group activities. The committee compared this course with other “Business Management” courses and those are all lecture courses. The committee suggests:
1. Change the course to a 36 or 54 hour lecture class. This would involve changing the “lab” references to lecture and homework activities throughout the COOR.

2. Change the title and subject area to Music/Recording Arts, Music/Recording Arts Business Management and cross list the course in Recording Arts.

3. Is there a reason the grading option is “Letter Grade” rather than “Student Choice”? The committee recommends that all courses be student choice if possible.

4. The repeatability would become “0” as a lecture course.
