VTEA Funding Criteria*

VTEA    Permitted Uses of Funds for Improvement of Vocational Programs

· Strengthen the academic, vocational, and technical skills of students

· Provide students with strong experience in and an understanding of all aspects of an industry

· Develop, improve, and expand use of technology in vocational and technical education

· Provide professional development for faculty, counselors and administrators

· Develop and implement evaluations of vocational and technical programs

· Initiate, improve, expand and modernize quality vocational and technical education programs

· Provide services and activities that are of sufficient size, scope and quality to be effective

· Link secondary and postsecondary vocational and technical education, including tech programs

· Occupational programs that have been funded by VTEA between 1998 and 2005, can select one or more of these permitted uses for program improvements.  The request for funds should address areas of deficiency in the program.
· Programs that have not been funded before will need to address all 8 permitted uses in their request for funds for program improvement.
VTEA    Other Permissible Uses Of Funds

Activities across vocational programs such as:

· Involve parents, businesses, and labor organizations
· Provide career guidance and academic counseling

· Provide work-related experience (internships, cooperative education, school-based enterprises, job shadowing, etc.)

· Provide programs for special populations

· Develop/improve local education and business partnerships

· Provide mentoring and support services

· Upgrade equipment
· Provide teacher preparation programs

· Improve or develop new vocational and technical education courses

· Provide support for family and consumer science programs

· Adult vocational programs

· Job placement programs

· Support non-traditional training and employment activities

· Support other vocational and technical education activities that are consistent with the purpose of this Act.
