Los Medanos College, Associate in Arts in Communication Studies for Transfer  Narrative - revised August 2016
Criteria A. Appropriateness to Mission

1) Statement of Program Goals and Objectives

This proposal revises the Associate in Arts in Communication Studies for Transfer degree at Los Medanos College. The AA-T in Communication Studies degree will provide lower division education for students pursuing a baccalaureate degree in Communications at the California State University system.

The AA-T in Communication Studies is designed to provide students with education comparable to lower division coursework completed in the first two years as a Communications major in the California State University system. Students will transfer well prepared, enabling them to succeed in upper division coursework and complete a baccalaureate degree in Communication Studies.
The Program Student Learning Outcomes for the Associate in Arts in Communication Studies for Transfer are: 
1) Students are academically prepared to transfer to a communication program at a four-year institution and begin upper division work in Communication.
2) Demonstrate the knowledge, use of concepts, and intellectual skills of an effective communicator.

3) Demonstrate and model how to communicate effectively with an audience in a face to face oral communication environment.

2) Catalog Description

The Associate in Arts in Communication Studies for Transfer degree at Los Medanos College prepares students to transfer and study at a California State University to pursue a baccalaureate degree in Communications. 

The AA-T in Communication Studies will introduce students to many areas of study including public speaking, argumentation and debate, intercultural communication and interpersonal communications. For example, students who successfully complete these requirements will be confident and comfortable public speakers and knowledgeable on the impact of communication theory and practice on society.
To achieve the Associate in Arts in Communication Studies for Transfer degree from Los Medanos College, students must include:
1. Completion of 60 semester units or 90 quarter units that are eligible for transfer to the California State University. 

2. The Intersegmental General Education Transfer Curriculum (IGETC) or the California State University General Education – Breadth Requirements. 

3. A minimum of 18 semester units or 27 quarter units in a major or area of emphasis, as determined by the community college district. 

4. Obtainment of a minimum grade point average of 2.0.

5. A grade of “C” or better in all courses required for the major or area of emphasis.
