II. ICC Overview:
1. Representation:
i. One club = one representative.
ii. You can have more than 1 person attend, but only 1 vote.

iii. Rep doesn’t always have to be the same person.

2. Meetings:

i. 2nd & 4th Mondays from 2-3pm in the Student Activities Office.

ii. Fall Schedule: October 8 and 22; November 12 and 26; and December 10.

iii. Special Meetings may be scheduled by consensus.

3. Attendance:

i. Must attend meetings to get funding.

ii. Funding deductions:

1. Unexcused Absence = Wait a period of one meeting before eligible to request funding.

2. Each unexcused absence = 5% funding deduction.

3. Miss more than 2 meetings = funding deductions.

iii. Miss 3 consecutive meetings = No funding for the semester.

4. Chairing of Meetings:

i. Volunteer to chair meetings and take minutes.

ii. Each club has the opportunity to chair or take minutes, but is not required.

5. Funding Overview:
i. LMCAS allocates $10,000 per year.

1. Ideally split into $5,000 per semester.

ii. Must be chartered to request funds.

iii. $1,000 can be allocated to scholarships (no process yet).

6. Procedure to request funds:

i. Club completes a budget request form (only 1 per event).

1. Must have club advisor’s signature.

2. Must have a copy of the minutes from the club meeting that approved the event and the budget for the event.

ii. Submit request 1 week prior to the meeting.

1. Will be put on the ICC agenda.

iii. Ideally, all requests are submitted and approved BEFORE the event.

iv. Vote = 2/3 of members present to approve a request.

1. ICC minutes from the meeting approving the funding request must be submitted to Dave.

v. You can submit a request for Spring events in the Fall.

7. Funding Requests:

i. Include ALL event costs on the request form.

ii. ICC can fund 50% of ALL costs, not to exceed $700.

1. Special requests to fund an additional $100 may be approved by the ICC board.

2. NO CASH ADVANCES. Pay invoices or provide reimbursements only.

3. Seed Money = One time $50 funding to help new clubs with fundraising.

4. Events must be advertised and open to ALL students.
