All can nominate
someone for a position and that person opportunity to accept or reject, if they accept then
they must fill out a packet. Students can vote through their insite portal. Candidates can go
around campus and ask people to vote for them. People that are in positions right now can
still run for the same position or a different one.

C. On4/9/19 from 4:00pm-6:00pm, there will be free lessons on self-defense and first aid for
students in the gym. The nursing department, EMT department, campus police, and drama
department has a role playing event prepared about using basic aid to save lives.

D. On4/10/18 from 10:00am-2:00pm, there will be a memorial in the outdoor quad, where
people will set up pin wheels for students who died from public shootings.

E. On4/11/19 from 3:30pm-5:00pm, a police chief will come and answer any question about
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safety on campus in |-109.

Budget is $805.23 total.

Dale stated the need to look into what our police know to handle active shooters on campus.
Esperanza stated that the week will be good for knowing exit points, because the Brentwood
campus has only 2 exits. That learning to barricade will be good to know too.

Senate will decide next week if they want to approve this.
