Proposal for the formation of an Artificial Intelligence (Al) and Academic Integrity Taskforce

Proposed Charge of the Taskforce

The purpose of this committee is to explore the applications, benefits, risks, and ethical implications of
integrating artificial intelligence (Al) into teaching and learning at LMC.

It is proposed that the taskforce will assess the advantages, challenges, and ethical considerations
associated with Al technologies in teaching and learning. Additionally, it is proposed that the committee
provide recommendations that can guide the responsible and informed use of Al (e.g., ChatGPT) in
education at LMC.

Proposed Deliverables

The taskforce will provide a report that consists of the following:

e Overview of the current implementation and use of Al in higher education and at LMC.

e An analysis of the benefits, risks, and ethical considerations associated with Al technology usage
in higher education.

e Recommendations for best practices and guidelines for the responsible adoption of Al in various
academic contexts.

e Suggestions for faculty professional development and training related to Al integration and use.

e Proposed strategies for addressing issues related to academic integrity and use of Al technology.

The taskforce will present the report and its findings and recommendations to the Academic Senate.
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
